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A BRIEF REVIEW OF MIGRATION MANAGEMENT SYSTEMS -
FROM INTERNATIONAL TO NATIONAL LEVEL

The perception, and along with it, the management of migration had gone through a long way and was
strongly affected by number of factors. Today most of its management systems, still mainly based on an old
foundation, are being transformed in accordance with the modern challenges the states are facing worldwide,
while the realities in the countries, regions and globally are very much differing.

Today it is a widely accepted opinion that governance/management of modern migration through conventional
mechanisms/systems is ineffective. The reason for that is migration itself, which has increased to the extent
that it has penetrated into practically all spheres of the state set-up and even introduced its own rules and
standards, which are to be considered and very much taken into account. In a global search for most effective
solutions, the migration management community came to the point where migration must establish a strong
nexus with the development and apply its positive effect for country development along with enhancing
management capacities.

In a modern world, much of the migration governance and management related problems are in most cases
linked to several main characteristic aspects: a. understanding the meaning of Migration and Development
based governance/management; b. scattered, or to be more correct — poor inter-agency communication and
coordination; and c. miscommunication between levels (national, regional, global).

Thus, the article briefly goes through various levels of migration governance and management, highlighting
the essence and necessity of a collaborative system of migration management and its significance in coping
with modern challenges. Keeping that in mind, the current and future processes of governance and management
systems’ related reforms at a global, regional and national levels, are seen in a 3D perspective and respectively
reviewed.
