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REASONS OF COMMENCEMENT OF REGULAR
DIPLOMATIC RELATIONS BETWEEN SAFAVID IRAN AND
MOSCOVITE STATE

(80s of the 16th Century)

This study delves into the factors that led to the convergence of Safavid Iran (Persia) and the Muscovite
state (Russia), ultimately culminating in the establishment of formal diplomatic ties between them. Historically,
the Ottoman Empire and Safavid Iran engaged in prolonged struggles for dominance in the Caucasus. Their
contests over this region were marked by fluctuating success. However, in the 16th century, the formidable
Moscovite state (Russia) emerged as a new player with similar territorial interests.

Crucially, the Safavid State‘s political and economic interests aligned with Russia‘s pursuits, particularly
concerning the utilization of the Volga-Astrakhan navigable waterway. This shared interest stemmed from
the potential economic impact on the Ottoman Empire, Iran‘s primary adversary. The use of this waterway
threatened the Ottoman Empire‘s customs revenue generated from the export of Iranian and Shirvan silks to
Western Europe via Aleppo.

In 1578, facing war initiated by the Ottoman Empire (Ottoman-Iranian War of 1578-1590) during a politically
unstable period, the Safavid leaders sought an ally. Considering Muscovy‘s antagonistic stance towards the
Ottoman Empire due to political and economic rivalries, they turned to Russia. In 1586, Iran dispatched an
embassy to Moscow, wherein Shah Mohammad Khodabande proposed ceding strategic port cities on the
Caspian Sea—Baku and Daruband —in exchange for Russian assistance against the Ottomans. The Muscovite
State found this proposition appealing, reciprocating with its embassy to Iran. Subsequently, under Shah Abbas
[ (1587-1629), Iran adopted a more cautious and strategic approach in its dealings with the Muscovite State.

The Russian and Iranian embassies of this period played a pivotal role in establishing diplomatic relations,
eventually formalizing their ties. While their interaction primarily aimed at countering their mutual adversary —
the Ottoman Empire —their diplomatic engagements laid the groundwork for enduring connections between
the two nations.
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
